Teaching Support

e  To work under the direction of the relevant Head of Department to supervise learners. In conjunction with the Head of
Department, provide support to individuals and groups as required, on pre-planned activities to reinforce the teacher’s
approach.

e  Undertake cover in the absence of the class teacher, administering pre-planned activities to whole classes.

e  Inconjunction with the teacher/line manager, participate in and assist in the supervision of educational visits.

Learner Support

e To provide support and guidance on an individual, group or whole class basis through curriculum activities.

e  To actively encourage learners to participate in the life and activities of the school and access the national curriculum to their
best ability, in order to maximise their achievement by overcoming either behaviour, physical or emotional difficulties.

e In liaison with appropriate staff, to supervise the learners on the school site during the midday break and during after school
activities and/or detentions.

Department/Classroom Activities

e  To contribute in the presentation of learners’ work and maintenance of display areas.
e  To assist with the preparation and tidying of the classroom and upkeep of resources.
e To attend and contribute to duty related meetings as required.
